b) Methodology

d) Expected impact

The outputs of this project will be used widely. First of all it will enrich the scholarly debate on
European history by applying a hitherto not used methodological approach. The agency
approach is therefore weluited to include not only specialists feuropean History into the
debate, but will also attract scholars from other historical glidgciplines acting in the fields

integration history in a series of courses offered by the PI during the life or the project.

The third targetgroup will be students who are trained to become histtegchers on
primary and secondary level. They will notlypbe confronted with new findings of scholarly
research on European (integration) history but will also learn how to use this information in
their future professionalife. A part of them will also be involved in the development of new
teaching materialbased on the new findings generated by the project.

The fourth targetgroup will be active scho#kéachers and, via their activities as history
teachers, also their pupils, who will, as a consequence of the involvement of these teachers in
the project,receive a better and more informed schesducation in history. At least their
teachers will most certainly devote more time for aspects of European (integration) history
and they also will be able to look at historical topics through a European lens.

A fifth target-group will be a wider European audience, which will visit the travelling exhibition
either in Berlin or elsewhere in Europe. It is to be expected that the exhibition will be shown
for a period of at least five years (six months at one placepiad®s in 5 years). The duration

of this exhibition and the public perception of it, which is to be expected, will also safeguard
sustainability of the information provided as well as a very wide audience.

The above mentioned wildll be potential users bthe website which will offer them the
opportunity to deliver own contributions to the discourse about the history of Europe and
European integration history.

The strategies to disseminate and exploit the project are manifold. First of all the new
methoddogical approach will have to be defined and sharpened by specialists in their
individual fields. Therefore the participants of the westhop dealing with the impact of the



project on historical research in general will have to be hpintted. This selectin-method

will safeguard high scholarly quality with regard to the agecmycept.
